What is the Grundy County Community Foundation

The Grundy County Community Foundation (an affiliate of the Community Foundation of Northeast Iowa) was formed with the intent to encourage endowment building for the long-term benefit of Grundy County. We serve a broad charitable purpose, working to retain assets in our community through the establishment of scholarships, agency endowments, donor advised funds, etc.

In fact, in recent years, the State of Iowa has undertaken several initiatives to promote the formation and growth of community foundations, including the County Endowment Fund program, and the Endow Iowa Tax Credit. What We Support

The Grundy County Community Foundation will provide grants to improve life in Grundy County, Iowa.  We want to help develop communities that people want to live in, as well as to benefit rural areas of the county.  Areas of Foundation giving are:  arts & culture, community affairs & development, education, environmental protection, health, historic preservation and human service.  Eligible applicants include: 501(c)(3) charitable organizations, most churches (for community services/activities), government entities (for charitable civic activities), most economic development organizations (for marketing & education), schools, and service clubs (for charitable civic projects). 
Eligibility to Apply for Funding

· Applying organizations must be tax-exempt, non-profit entities classified by the IRS as 501(c) (3) organizations or government entities.  If you have questions about eligibility or this classification, please contact our administrative office at 319.287.9106. NOTE: The Fiscal Sponsorship Agreement form is located on pg. 5 of this application packet. This must be filled out by organizations that do not have a current 501(c) (3) or equivalent status. *Fiscal Sponsors are legally and financially responsible for funds that are approved and granted from GCCF. This form need NOT be filled out by 501(c) (3) or equivalent organizations.
· One application per organization.
· There are no set of criteria that, if met, will guarantee funding.
· If the organization has received past funding from the Grundy County Community Foundation, all grant reporting must be up to date and in good standing, or they will be considered ineligible to apply.
· CONSIDER APPLYING!  We look for new ways to have a positive impact on Grundy County through innovative and high-impact grants.
Ineligible Applicants Include:

• Individuals

• Businesses/For-Profit Companies

• Churches for purpose of advancing one religion/evangelism
• Economic Development for activities directly benefiting businesses

Applying for a Grant

Applicants interested in seeking grants from the Grundy County Community Foundation are asked to submit a completed grant application:
The Grant Application is available online www.grundyccf.org and at the following locations in Grundy County: Public Libraries, City Halls, GCDA Office (705 F Avenue in Grundy Center) and the GDCA website: www.grundycountyia.org 
Awarded applicants are required to:
1. Sign a Terms of Grant Agreement which clarifies legal parameters for use of the grant.

2. Submit a short written report within six months on the outcome of the funded project.

How to submit: 

Submit only 1-sided pages, paper-clipped (please NO staples).  Applications must be typed, and incomplete applications cannot be considered. Failure to meet all the requirements of the application process will result in disqualification.
Required Attachments:

· Grant Request Form (Request must be limited to two pages, including responses to all questions on Request Form. The following attachments are in addition to the two-page request form.)
· Project budget 
· 501(c )(3) IRS determination Letter or equivalent proof of charitable status (and Fiscal Sponsorship form, if applicable)
**Note: Applications must include:
· 2 appropriate signatures (Page 4)
· A detailed the cost estimate of the program or items for which funds are being applied (Question III.C.)
· Sources of other funds (Question III.D.)
